
Florida Governor Polls Wyllie
MarcACaputo The new Republican-leaning analytics firm 0ptimus is out with a new Florida
governor's race poll and it's probably great news for the least-known. candidate Adrian Wyllie
deserved a place at the Florida governor's debate next columnist Michael Mayo writes, because
the race has already devolved.

Florida Governor Polls Wyllie
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Florida has an interesting wild card in the race for governor. Libertarian
candidate Adrian Wyllie earned nine percent in Quinnipiac's most recent
poll. If there is one thing said about Libertarian Adrian Wyllie, it is this:
he has done in a Florida governor's race — break the double-digit mark
in statewide polling.

A new Quinnipiac University poll is recognizing the Florida governor's
race is a dead heat with Scott leading Crist 44 to 42 percent with Wyllie
at 8 percent.
